3) TATTINGER PRESTIGE ROSE NV [VV] 74.00 19.00
prestige Rose displays charm and subtle harmony of flavours. Its aromas are fresh with wild
strawberries and a hint of spice. On the palate this lively, fruity, fresh and elegant wine is balanced
and smooth with good length

Comtes de Champagne is made only in the best vintages and in limited quantities.

Pale yellow, with fine and persistent bubbles. A light, fruity bouquet with notes
of apricots and citrus. A fresh and fruity palate of fresh fruits, apricots and nuts.

5) SAUVIGNON BLANC "Mariquita" CHILE [VV] 22.00 5.80 7.80
light, zippy and refreshing with gooseberry, grapefruit and guava fruit flavours
6) CHARDONNAY “Bushranger” AUSTRALIA [VV] 23.00 6.00 8.00
unoaked style displaying aromas of freshly cut blood orange, melon and nutmeg spice.
7) PINOT GRIGIO “San Antonio” ITALY [VV] 24.00 6.80 8.80
ripe fruit aroma with pear and melon flavours on the palate. Crisp and dry
8) RIESLING, SPATLESE, Abtei Himmerod GERMANY 26.00 7.00 9.00

Grown on the steep slopes of the Mosel wine region, this off dry Riesling shows
aromas of pear and apple. In the mouth it is full bodied but balanced by fresh acidity

9) SAUVIGNON Pa Road 32.00 8.80 11.50
Aromas of grapefruit and mandarin, with guava, red currant, and floral notes.
The palate displays nectarine, citrus, and passionfruit flavours with a pithy texture and a clean crisp finish

10) VIOGNIER, Tabali Pedregoso, LIMARI VALLEY CHILE [VV] 30.00
this Viognier presents rich aromas of citrus, orange peel and dried apricot, fresh
pears and white peaches. Bright and expressive, with a rounded texture and great purity

11) GAVI DI GAVI, “Nuovo Quadro” LA BATTISTINA ITALY [V] 34.00
an enticing nose of white peach and pear with hints of fresh lime and gooseberry.
Fresh and zesty citrus notes and ripe peachy characters are balanced by crisp acidity
and mineral notes leading to a textured complex finish

12) SANCERRE “Les Fondettes” SAUVION FRANCE 42.00
complex tropical fruit notes, integrated with light vanilla, nut and lime blossom on the nose.
The pallet is full with ripe pineapple prominent, interwoven with peach and toasted oak

13) CHABLIS WILLIAM FEVRE FRANCE [V] 45.00
Févre’s domaine bottling of Chabilis is one of the benchmarks, offering classic
Chablis aromas of crushed seashells and citrus fruits. The palate is prickly and fresh
throughout, offering a real salinity and mineral focus to the finish

14) CHARDONNAY "Vielles Vignes”, CHATEAU MARTINOLLES [VV] 47.00
Oak aged, with light golden colour, firm nutty fruit on both nose and palate,
alongside good balancing acidity.
